Subject: Regarding Renewal of Academic Year 2021-22
Reference: 1. Government Order No: ED 227 UNE 2021 Date: 16-09-2021
2. Chancellor's Approval Date: 21 -02-2022
The Karnataka State Universities Act 2000, 59 Section under 17th sub section for the year
2020-21 has renewed the affiliation for the following course/courses conducted by the

International School of Management Excellence, Bangalore \
Course Combination Intake
BBA As Per BU Regulation 120 (Hundred twenty)
B.COM As Per BU Regulation 60 (Sixty)

Intake of students in accordance with the draft regulations framed in accordance with the new
National Education Policy-2020 and as per the government order referred to in reference (1), limited
to the academic year 2021-22 in addition to the approved student intake for undergraduate degree
courses/combinations. 20% of the students will be approved subject to the conditions laid down in
the said order. In respect of Open Elective, the total approved course-combinations of each affiliated
college should not exceed 50% of the current approved student intake in each subject. As per Open
Elective, the University may modify the percentage of students for each subject mentioned above as
per requirement.

Note: The Local Inquiry Committee for the year 2021-22, the Syndicate fixed the student intake for
the colleges should be followed. The college shall submit the report within 15 days regarding
the improvement of the deficiencies mentioned in the report of the local inquiry committee and
rectification of the deficiencies. Otherwise, the application for renewal of affiliation for the
next academic year will not be accepted.

Conditions:

1. Conditions mentioned by the Local Inquiry Committee shall be followed.

2. As per Government Order No: ED 29 UNE 2021 Dated: 12-02-2021 Colleges shalf take action to meet
all the eight Defined Parameters mentioned in the report of the Local Inquiry Committee within the
next two years.

3. The university will not accept additional admissions if the prescribed student admissions are
exceeded.

4. Branches should not be increased for any course/courses without prior approval of the University.
5. The reservation orders issued by the Government from time to time shall be strictly followed while
admitting the students to the said degree courses.

6. The College shall abide by the rules/regulations and orders issued by the University from time to
time regarding the students, teaching and non-teaching employees of the College. College allotted to
the courses as per University Affiliation Notification, - Student 1 Students should be admitted to the



courses without exceeding the quota and without violating the eligibility rules prescribed by the
University for the Courses.

7. Admission to Master's degree courses shall be made from students sponsored by the University to
the extent of 50 per cent (100 per cent for Government Colleges) of the prescribed student strength,
subject to the admission and other fees prescribed by the University from time to time.

8. In relation to the case of Vaisakha v/s Government of State of Rajasthan, dated: 13-8-1997 Supreme
Court decision, any form of harassment, sexual harassment of women/students by any person
(teaching/non-teaching/administrative) or student in college or office, places of work. Harassment is
a punishable offence. Any person/student involved in such activities may be dismissed from work and
studentship. The College shall constitute a Grievance Committee as per Supreme Court order to
address such malpractices/activities.

9. The curriculum of the college courses should be improved to the level of academic development of
the students. Students and in-service teachers should be treated sympathetically by the
Principal/Management.

10. The marks list and other documents submitted by the students for admission approval shall be
promptly distributed to the students after admission approval and communicated to the University.
11. The mark sheet, degree certificate and other documents of the college students should be given
to the students within three months. The Registrar (Evaluation) shall report to the Chancellor
(Evaluation) the mark sheets and degree certificates retained by them after the expiry of the period.
12. If the students appeal for issue of transfer letter, the college shall issue the transfer letter without
any inconvenience to the students. In this regard, apart from the tuition fee for the incomplete period
of that year/semester, no additional fee is permitted as per the regulations.

13. No capitation fee of any kind shall be levied by the College.

14. Kannada shall be used compulsorily in administrative business.

15. The college shall without fail submit an application for the renewal of the combination of courses
for the year 2022-23.

16. Colleges, which have completed five years, should get NAAC approval immediately.

17. The Principal shall without fail submit the list of eligible teachers for evaluation to the Chairman
of the concerned Boards of Studies. Failure to do so will result in cancellation of the affiliation of the
college.
