2) In exercise of the powers conferred under sub-section (11) of section 59 of the Karnataka State
Universities Act, the above college is hereby authorized to grant the following degree and P.G. Diploma
courses recommendation of the Government to sanction the combination commencing from the
academic year 2017-18 with the Diploma courses and the subject group and student body as set out
below.

CONDITIONS:-

1) The College shall not make any provision in the grant code applicable to the"nh_ovg,eouw
It shall be treated as permanent unaided course. , |
2) In order to be subject to permanent non-subsidy clause, the organization must strictly

dhere to the provisions of the Interim Contract Agreement.



3) The above Colleges shall sanction any grant without prejudice to the provisions of the
Bangalore University Regulations.

4) Students should not be admitted in excess of the prescribed number of students.

5) Strictly follow the prevailing government regulations, orders and university rules, regulations
etc.

6) Every condition imposed by the Local Inquiry Committee should be strictly followed.

7) The College/Governing Board shall fix 50 per cent University Quota (wherever applicable) as
per University Regulations and shall charge only such fee as may be fixed by the University
from time to time and shall not charge any amount other than the fee/amount fixed by the
University.

8) Date: 13-8-1997 In the case of Visakha v/s Government of Rajasthan, the Supreme Court held
that any person/student causing riot or sexually harassing women in a college is a cognizable
offence. Cancellation of access: and legal action shall*be taken against that person/student;
Further, the College/Governing Board shall constitute a Grievance Committee as per the order
of the Supreme Court; Actions should be taken to control such activities;

9) The college should conduct a good course for the development of the students; The
Principal/Governing Board of the College shall treat the student/teaching staff in a friendly
manner.

10) The Governing Body of the College shall not unduly withhold the marks or other records of
any student until the University approves the admission of the student or beyond a period of 6
months, whichever is earlier.

11) If any student has applied for a transfer certificate to the governing body of the college, the
student shall not be disturbed while issuing the same and they will be charged tuition fees only
for the outstanding academic year/semester period and not any other amount.

12) Capitation fee shall not be received in any form.

13) Roster system should be strictly followed in admission.
